SLOWING

This month, we’re encouraging students to participate in Lent alongside the rest of the church body by slowing
down and refocusing on what truly matters. Slowing down means trusting God with our time. Sabbath means
taking a break to focus on Him.

Parent Connect: This week in G56 we talked about Sabbath and that it means taking a break to focus on God.
This is your opportunity to show how you intentionally Sabbath and share examples: coming to church,
reading/studying your bible intentionally daily, listening to worship music, intentionally pausing to focus on what
God has to say to you, pausing the big to-do list to give time to God.
