SEEING HOW GOD SEES

Parent Connect: Today, we learned how God sees things that we don’t automatically see. Use the 3-D glasses your child
got in Kid’s Worship and look at some 3-D images. Ask what they see both with and without the glasses on. Talk about
how God looks at the heart while we sometimes just look at the surface level. Highlight that we can train ourselves to see
beyond the first impression.
