1 Samuel 1:20 NKJV - So it came to pass in the process of time that Hannah conceived and bore a son, and

called his name Samuel, saying, "Because | have asked for him from the Lord."

Parents with Purpose prioritize God

1 Samuel 1:21 NKJV - Now the man Elkanah and all his house went up to offer to the Lord the yearly sacrifice

and his vow.
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1 Samuel 1:22 NKJV - But Hannah did not go up, for she said to her husband, "Not until the child is weaned;

then | will take him, that he may appear before the Lord and remain there forever."

1 Samuel 1:23 NKJV - And Elkanah her husband said to her, "Do what seems best to you; wait until you have
weaned him. Only let the Lord establish His word." So the woman stayed and nursed her son until she had

weaned him.

JONAH AND THE FISH

Memory Verse: God sees us. Job 31:4 (adapted for toddlers)
Heart of the Lesson: God Sees Us Because He Loves Us

Parent Engagement: For snack, chop up a banana into small bite sized pieces. Fill a kid safe cup with yogurt
or pudding. Hide some banana pieces in the yogurt or pudding. Say, At church you learned that God saw
Jonah and that God sees us wherever we are. There’s a yummy surprise in your pudding!When you
find it, say, “l see you!” After your toddler finds a banana piece say: Does God see the bananas in your
treat? God sees everything! We know that God sees us, too!

Parent Engagement: Go to our Grace Kids youtube channel and have a dance party. Show your kids you are
not ashamed to dance with all your might - just like David did.
