Trusting God in your Singleness

Now Laban had two daughters: the name of the elder was Leah, and the name of the younger was Rachel.
Genesis 29:16 NKJV

Leah’s eyes were delicate, but Rachel was beautiful of form and appearance. Genesis 29:17 NKJV

Now Jacob loved Rachel; so he said, “I will serve you seven years for Rachel your younger daughter.” Genesis 29:18

So Jacob served seven years for Rachel, and they seemed only a few days to him because of the love he had for her.

Then Jacob said to Laban, “Give me my wife, for my days are fulfilled, that I may go in to her.” Genesis 29:21 NKJV

This month we will be learning about Zacchaeus. Jesus’ love for us doesn’t depend on how beautiful, smart, or popular we 
are; Jesus loves us in spite of who we are. He loves us no matter what.

Memory Verse: Jesus Loves Everyone. John 3:16 (adapted for toddlers).

Heart of the Lesson: I’m Glad that Jesus Loves Everyone - The story of Zacchaeus

Parent Connect: This month we have been learning the story of Zacchaeus and how Jesus loved him. We made the 
connection that Jesus loves us, too! Admire your toddler’s coloring sheet and read the story on the back of the sheet out 
loud to your toddler. Discuss who your family can show love to this week.

We’ve learned how it all started, how everything went wrong and God’s promise to bless the world through Abraham and his 
huge family. This month we will start to see that blessing unfolding through the next several generations of Abraham’s family. 
Join us as we look for hints in our stories that point to Jesus.

Memory Verse: Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge 
Him and He will make your paths straight. Proverbs 3:5-6 NIV

Heart of the Lesson: God can turn the bad into good. - Joseph - Genesis 37-41

Parent Connect: Say: In today’s story Joseph has two important dreams. Do you remember any of your dreams? 
Was your dream a good dream or a bad dream? (Discuss your dreams together) Draw or write about what happened 
in your dream on a piece of paper or act it out. Joseph’s dreams caused bad things to happen to him, but someday 
God would send Jesus who, like Joseph, would be hated, sold for silver, and punished for things He didn’t do. God 
would use all the bad things that happened to Jesus to save the whole world! God can turn the bad into good.

In Ready, Set, Go we will be continuing our One Story Reading Plan and keep an eye on the Winter Olympics to see how 
we can be Followers of Jesus ready to walk in faith.

Memory Verse: Faith shows the reality of what we hope for; it is the evidence of things we cannot see. Hebrews 11:1

Heart of the Lesson: God can turn the bad for good - Genesis 37-41

Parent Connect: Joseph had a rollercoaster of seasons. He had dreams that ultimately had his brothers turn on him and he 
got sold into slavery BY HIS OWN BROTHERS. Then after working really hard and earning the trust of Potipher, Potipher’s

wife accused Joseph of something he didn’t do and he was sent to prison. Then God used him to interpret Pharaoh's dream
and Pharaoh put him 2nd in command of all of Egypt to help during the famine. But it all led to Joseph being able to help his
family.  Ask your kids how bad things can be used for good?

During the next three weeks we will be exploring the Bible for answers to questions you have asked. We are switching it up
and doing small groups first to encourage/teach the students how to find the answers themselves in the Bible. Then we will
wrap it up with large group teaching.

Memory Verse: Keep on asking, and you will receive what you ask for. Keep on seeking, and you will find. Keep on knocking,
and the door will be opened to you. For everyone who asks, receives. Everyone who seeks finds. And to everyone who
knocks, the door will be opened. Matthew 7:7-8

Heart of the Lesson: SOP: Why did God make the tree of good and evil when He already knew what was going to happen? -
Exodus 20:3, Matthew 22:37-38, James 1:12-15

NOP and Olathe: Hope for Ishmael Guest Speaker

Parent Connect: SOP: Talk through how you would answer a friend who asked you: Why did God make the tree of good and
evil when He already knew what was going to happen?

NOP and Olathe: What did you learn from the speaker you heard today?

As we continue through Genesis, we see that relationships can be confusing! But God wants us to trust Him most. Just like
God guided and drew near to people running into relationship problems in the Bible, He guides and draws near to us!

Memory Verse: James 1:5a (NIRV) “If any of you needs wisdom, you should ask God for it. He will give it to you.”

Heart of the Lesson: God Wants us to Honor Him - Genesis 39

Parent Connect:
