In those days there was no king in Israel; everyone did what was right in his own eyes.
Judges 21:25 NKJV

All 12 judges pictured Jesus

The people served the Lord while their judge lived

So the people served the Lord all the days of Joshua, and all the days of the elders who outlived
Joshua, who had seen all the great works of the Lord which He had done for Israel. Judges 2:7 NKJV

Now Joshua the son of Nun, the servant of the Lord, died when he was one hundred and ten years old.
Judges 2:8 NKJV

The people stopped serving God when their judge died

They forsook the Lord and served Baal and the Ashtoreths. Judges 2:13 NKJV

And the anger of the Lord was hot against Israel. So He delivered them into the hands of plunderers
who despoiled them; and He sold them into the hands of their enemies all around, so that they could no
longer stand before their enemies. Judges 2:14 NKJV

The Lord raised up judge after judge for His people

Help your toddler put the pieces together and then
read the puzzle to your toddler. Say: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, Jesus is Alive! I’'m so happy that Jesus is alive! Put the puzzle
together several times this week repeating this simple sentence with your toddler.
